Chapel-en-le-Frith C of E VC Primary School
ADMISSION POLICY

The Governors of Chapel-en-le-Frith C of E VC Primary School welcome requests for places at Chapel-en-le-Frith C of E VC Primary School from all parents of children living within the community; aged between 3 and 11.   Chapel-en-le-Frith C of E VC Primary School is a Church of England voluntary controlled school, and admits children of all denominations and beliefs.

The school may admit up to 90 pupils in any year.  The school has 30 places currently for children with significant Special Educational Needs.  These places are allocated by the Local Authority in consultation with the school.

Reception

Admissions into Reception are now completed through the Co-ordinated Admissions of Primary Schools within the Local Authority.  Pupils are admitted into school (Reception) in September.    
In line with legislation, class sizes are kept below 30 at the start of the school year, within Foundation Stage and Key Stage 1.  
Mid Year Admissions

Pupils moving into the area with their families are admitted at any time, as long as there are vacancies in the appropriate year group.  These applications using a PAF5 form must be submitted to Derbyshire County Council 
Nursery
Admissions Criteria

For admissions into Nursery, the Governors of Chapel-en-le-Frith C of E VC Primary School have adopted the Derbyshire County Council Admissions Criteria, which can be found in ‘How to apply for a Primary School Place – A guide for Parents’.  The criteria are as follows:

Community and voluntary controlled schools  Individual pupils who have a Statement of Special Educational Needs which can best be met in the school will be given priority where so determined by the county council in conjunction with the governing body.

In deciding on admissions to all community and voluntary controlled schools in Derbyshire, the following order of priority will be adopted.

1. ‘Looked after’ children.

2. Children living in the normal; area served by the school at the time of application and admission (including those living in another council’s area).
3. Age order, oldest first.

4. Children not living in the normal area served by the school but have brothers or sisters attending the school at the time of their admission.
5. In the case of voluntary controlled church schools, children who request a place on religious grounds.
6. Other children who parents have requested a place.
Where in the case of 4, 5 or 6 above, choices have to be made between children satisfying the same criteria, those children living nearest the school (measured by the nearest available route) will be given preference.

Children are offered 5 sessions per week, either mornings or afternoons.  Preferred sessions are allocated as far as possible, otherwise allocation of sessions is carried out in the same order as the Admissions Criteria above.  The option to request a change of session time (if space is available at the beginning of September and January) will be considered, if submitted in writing to the Headteacher.
Admission Arrangements
All families will receive a home visit from the Early Years Team, once their child has been allocated a place.

Once a child has a Nursery place, every effort will be made to respond flexibly to changing needs e.g. to cover family emergencies, sickness or the arrival of a new baby.
Funding Arrangements

As we are a Local Authority Nursery, Regulations require us to allocate 5 sessions to every child starting at Chapel-en-le-Frith C of E VC Primary School.  The child will not be required to take up all five sessions immediately if parents prefer him/her to be introduced to the Nursery gradually.

Chapel-en-le-Frith C of E VC Primary School does not share funding with other providers, therefore parents will be unable to accept a funded place in any other setting.   
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
