Policy for Art and Design 
Aims
· To enable children to approach Art in a positive manner developing their knowledge, skills and understanding of the subject.

· To provide a stimulating Art curriculum for all irrespective of race, gender, creed, level of ability or nationality.

· To allow children to explore and develop their own ideas via observations, experience and imagination.

· To teach the children a variety of processes, techniques and methods involved in Art and Design, in a progressive and continuous curriculum.

· To enable all children to use a range of tools in the correct way.

· To enable all children to be able to review and evaluate their work and the work of others.

· To provide children with an understanding of the visual and tactile elements of Art.

· To enable children to study the materials and processes involved in art, craft and design.

· To develop children’s knowledge and understanding of the work of artists and craftspeople from a variety of cultures.

· To develop children’s knowledge and understanding of the work of artists and craftspeople from a variety of times.

Objectives
These aims will be delivered by:
· A united team with a common purpose.

· Teaching of Art in accordance with the School Scheme of Work supported by LCP documents that ensures full coverage of the National curriculum.

· Comprehensive Medium term plans, drawn up by individual year groups and monitored by the Assistant head (curriculum) and the co-ordinator.

· Carefully differentiated teaching addressing the needs of all children including those who are gifted and talented and those with Special Educational Needs.

· Regular assessment on completion of each unit of work

· Regular observations of teaching by the co-ordinator and the Headteacher.

Record Keeping and Assessment
Assessment will take the form of:
· Self evaluation regarding designs, work in progress and finished products.

· Evaluation on work of other artists including other pupils.

· Constructive, verbal feedback on pupil achievements.

· An 11th day book gives a snapshot of pupil achievement at KS2
· A record of Achievement which provides pupils with an on-going record of their achievement as they progress through the Primary Phase.

· A portfolio of work collated from all year groups to demonstrate progression and continuity of achievement, knowledge and understanding throughout the school.

· An annual report to parents sent out during the summer term.
Curriculum Content
The teaching of Art and Design will be supported by:
· Planning using the School Scheme of Work supported by the LCP folders for Art.

· Ensuring that the Foundation Stage Profile is observed.

· The number of hours allocated to the teaching of Art at Chapel-en-le-Frith Primary exceeds the minimum requirements as we devote additional time to all aspects of the creative Arts. 
· Each year one week of the summer term is devoted to an Arts week.  During this week the pupils experience a wide variety of teaching and learning in the creative arts.  Some of this is planned and delivered by the teaching staff and other by visiting professionals.

· Resources to meet the requirements for the Scheme of work are stored in the Art Stockroom, the PPA room and other designated areas of school.
· I.C.T will be used as a further medium for the children to use in design and making.
· Digital photography and video are used to extend children’s experience of ICT as a medium for art work.
Home/School Partnership

· Information regarding pupil progress in the subject is shared with parents bi-annually through parent consultations and annually through a written report.

· At key stage two children will occasionally be given a piece of Art homework as and when appropriate, in line with the homework policy.
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
