School Travel Plan
Policy Statement
Introduction

Our school travel plan enables us to encourage more children to walk to school, therefore reducing the number of vehicles, benefiting our near neighbours and helping the environment with less pollution. We also feel it is important for our children to develop healthy lifestyles by promoting walking and where suitable, cycling as a sustainable form of travel.

The specific objectives of our school travel plan are:

1. To encourage all pupils and staff to walk to school if possible and especially those who live less then ½ mile from school and currently travel by car.

2. To encourage parents to walk to school to collect their children during wet weather.

3. To reduce the number of vehicles around the immediate school area by encouraging park & stride and car sharing.

4. To provide secure housing for bicycles and scooters at school and encourage pupils to participate in Cycling Proficiency where applicable.

5. To integrate the school travel plan into the action plan for Healthy School Status and the work of the Health Promoting Schools (HPS) co-ordinator and HPS working party

6. To provide a safer environment within the school car park at the start and end of the school day
The wider implications of the school travel plan aim to fulfil national and local objectives, namely:

1. The encouragement of other forms of transport, rather than the car, for school journeys.

2. The promotion of congestion free gates.

3. Creating safer journeys to school.

4. To encourage a healthy attitude and walking culture amongst the school community that will lead to a healthier life style and the associated environmental benefits.

5. To demonstrate to children that cycling is a viable alternative means of transport that is good and healthy for the environment.

6. To foster children’s and parents understanding of travel and road safety issues, to make them aware of the issues, particularly with regard to the school journey.

7. To encourage children to take what they have learnt about travel choices and road safety issues on school visits and adopt them in other areas of their lives, now and in the future.

Actions

1. Participate in National Walk to School Week event every year

2. To link & promote walking in line with the physical activity objectives of Healthy Schools Status

3. Encourage Park & Stride from The Shoulder of Mutton and Methodist Church

4. Invite local community police officer to periodically patrol around school at 8:50 & 3:15

5. Encourage children and parents to cycle to school together.

6. Ensure there is sufficient secure cycle provision within the school grounds

7. Encourage children to come to school on scooters.

8. Investigate provision of secure scooter storage.
9. To investigate the provision of a role play road track marked on the playground as a resource for specific learning objectives and daily play with bicycles.
10. Include reference to the STP in newsletters, display boards and assemblies.

11. To include details of travel ethos in school prospectus so new parents are advised of STP objectives

Monitoring

The School will incorporate its Travel Plan into the School Improvement Plan.
An overall review of the whole plan will take place in September alongside the SIP by the headteacher and the co-ordinator for PSHE. This review will take into account pupils travel needs in light of any new developments in education and transport provision.

Appropriate revisions will be made according to the success or otherwise of the plan and to take into account any new developments in education and transport provision that may affect pupils travel needs.

Roles and Responsibilities
The co-ordinator for PSHE is responsible for implementing the policy and, with the Headteacher and named governor, for its review and revision.
