SunSmart Sun Protection Policy
At Chapel-en-le-Frith C of E VC Primary School we want staff and pupils to enjoy the sun safely. We will work with staff, pupils and parents to achieve this through:

EDUCATION – these measures are in place from now on:

· At the beginning of the Summer term, Parents and Carers will be reminded through the school newsletter about sun protection and how they can help.

· All pupils will have at least one SunSmart lesson per year.
Stay in the shade 11-3

Make sure you never burn

Always cover up – wear a t-shirt, hat and wraparound sunglasses

Remember children burn more easily

Then use factor 15+ sunscreen

· We will talk about how to be SunSmart in assemblies at the start of the summer term.
· Posters will be placed around the school, especially in cloakrooms and at entrances, to remind children to wear sunhats and apply sunscreen.

· Children will be reminded to make sure they always have access to drinking water in school.

· Parents will support the school initiative for freely available water by ensuring that their children bring water bottles to school.

PROTECTION

Shade

· The children will be encouraged to seek shade in each playground during hot weather. Shaded area are available in both KS1 and KS2 playgrounds.
· The school will continue to research into different ideas for shade e.g. gazebos, eco-friendly structures.

Timetabling

· Our Sports days will aim to avoid the hottest parts of the day and will reflect the weather conditions and will be reorganised to reflect the weather conditions.

· On extremely hot days we will have flexible break times.
· Children will be reminded to apply their high factor sun protection products at home before school.

Clothing

· Sun hats will be encouraged during the summer months.

· Children will be encouraged to wear long sleeved tops and long loose trousers, preferably in school colours. The school will try to introduce long sleeved apparel as part of the uniform offered.
Sunscreen

· Sunscreen use will be encouraged on school trips and staff will be provided with extra sunscreen in case children forget their own.
· For reasons of Safeguarding children, no member of staff is to apply sunscreen to a child.
· Enough sunscreen should be applied before coming into school. The child should wear a high factor sun protection.
We will monitor our progress and review the policy every three years
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
