Dear Parents & Carers

Y6 Residential Trip to Derwentwater
Monday 24 to Friday 28 September 2012
Next academic year when your child is in Year 6 we are planning another visit to The Lakes.  This will be the fourth time we have taken our Year 6 children to Derwentwater, and the trip has been thoroughly enjoyed by children & staff alike!  September 2012 may seem a long way off but we prefer to give you as much time as possible to spread the cost and prepare for the visit, if your child wishes to go.  The final reservations and costs have now been completed and the total amount for this trip will be £210.00 per child. 
The details of this visit are as follows:

Dates: Monday 24 to Friday 28 September 2012
Accommodation: We shall be staying at the Youth Hostel at Derwentwater.  Details can be found on the YHA website (www.yha.org.uk). The hostel is a 200 year old manor house, overlooking Derwentwater.

The hostel provides a cooked breakfast and a two course home-cooked evening meal.  A packed lunch is also included in the price.  The children will sleep in rooms, ranging in size from 4 to 12 beds.
Activities: Activities will include 1 full day at a water sports centre, hill walking, a ferry ride across the lake, studies in the grounds of the hostel and orienteering.  There is a classroom at the hostel, so the children will be keeping diaries and following up their day’s activities in the evening.
Travel: We shall be travelling to and from the Lake District by coach and the school minibus.  During the week, all of the activities are within walking distance of the hostel.

Cost: We have made every effort to keep the cost for this visit to a minimum.  The total cost, including 4 nights accommodation, all meals and packed lunches, transport, insurance and activities will be £210.00.  To secure a place for your child a deposit of £35.00 is required by Wednesday 29 February.  As there are eight months until the visit, the total amount has been divided into the following instalments:

£30.00 deposit by 29 February 2012
£60.00 payment by 20 April 2012
£60.00 payment by 1 June 2012
£60.00 final payment by 13 July 2012 
All children are welcome to participate in this visit.  However, if your child has any special needs it may be necessary to alter or amend the programme for them.  Please contact the school so that we can discuss any special arrangements. 
This is a wonderful opportunity for your child to take part in a truly memorable experience.  If you are undecided over whether you would like your child to go, please come and talk to me.  It is also advisable to discuss the trip with your child before reserving (or not reserving) a place, as it may not be possible to accommodate a last minute change of heart.
If you would like your child to take part in this trip, please complete and return the attached slip and deposit by Wednesday 29 February in order to secure your place.  I look forward to hearing from you.  Please do not hesitate to get in contact if you have any worries, concerns or general questions.
